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INTRODUCTION

India played a significant part in World War One. The normal annual recruitment
for the Indian army was 15,000 men, during the course of the war over 800,000
men volunteered for the army and more than 400,000 volunteered for non-
combatant roles. In total almost 1.3 million men had volunteered for service by
1918. One million Indian troops served overseas during the war, of these 62,000
died and another 67,000 were wounded.

‘Do not think that this is war. This is not war. It is the ending of the world. This is
just such a war as was related in the Mahabharata [the Indian epic] about our
forefathers’, wrote a wounded Indian soldier from a hospital in England on
29 January 1915.

Anonymous Sepoy (Soldier)

The Indian Corps won 13,000 medals for gallantry including 11 Victoria Crosses.
Khudadad Khan won the Corps first Victoria Cross. Due to the massive cost of
the war, India's economy was pushed to near bankruptcy.

The Research Services team have prepared and posted biographical stories and
accounts of events which relate to the actions of Indian servicemen during World
War One.

The Helles Memorial is a Commonwealth War Graves Commission war memorial
near Sedd el Bahr, in Turkey. It includes an obelisk, which is over 30 meters (98 ft.)
high. It is located on the headland at the tip of the Gallipoli peninsula
overlooking the Dardanelles. This memorial is the main Commonwealth battle
memorial for the whole Gallipoli Campaign, and commemorates the 20,956
Commonwealth servicemen with no known grave who died in the campaign
from 1915-1916, during the First World War. There are 1506 Indian Soldiers listed.

We hope you enjoy reading about these amazing people and the terrifying and
sometimes awe inspiring events which carried them across the globe to fight
against Germany and its allies.

India made a vital contribution to Allied success in the First World War. The
Indian Army grew from some 150,000 in 1914 to nearly 1.4 million by 1918. More
than one million served overseas in various locations. They served with
distinction in every theatre of war:

e Western Front in France and Belgium
e Aden and Arabia

e East and West Africa

e Gallipoli in Turkey

e Salonika in Greece

e Mesopotamia

e Palestine

e Persia
e Russia
e China

Those who served in the Indian Army and other Indian forces hailed from across
Undivided India - including territories that are now in Bangladesh, Nepal and
Pakistan. More than half the army was drawn from Punjab, others came from
many ethnic groups and classes, including Anglo-Indians, Bengalis, Dogras,

Garwhalis, Gurkhas, Jats, Kachins, Mahars, Pathans, Punjabi Muslims, Pathans,
Rajputs and Sikhs.

Indians served across all branches of the military from being on the grounds (in
the army), at sea (with the navy) and in the fledgling flying services (the airforce).
Indians from the overseas diaspora also served in units of other forces including
those of New Zealand and Canada. They earned more than 9,200 decorations
for bravery including 11 Victoria Crosses.

Gallipoli

Commonwealth and French forces fought the campaign in Gallipoli in an
attempt to force Turkey out of the war. This effort was to relieve the deadlock of
the Western Front in France and Belgium and to open a supply route to Russia
through the Dardanelles and the Black Sea. The Allies landed on the peninsula
on 25%-26% April 1915; the 29 Division at Cape Helles in the south and the
Australian and New Zealand Corps north of Gaba Tepe on the west coast. Later
this area was known as Anzac Cove. Further landings were made at Suvla on 6t
August north of Anzac Cove. The climax of the campaign came in early August
when simultaneous assaults were launched on all three fronts. However, the
difficult terrain and stiff Turkish resistance soon led to the stalemate of trench
warfare. From the end of August no further serious action was fought and the
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lines remained unchanged. The peninsula was successfully evacuated in
December and early January 1916.

The Indian forces and United Kingdom forces have their names on the memorial
who died in operations throughout the peninsula. There are also panels for those
who died or were buried at sea in Gallipoli waters. The Helles Memorial serves
the dual function of Commonwealth battle memorial for the whole Gallipoli
campaign and place of commemoration for many of those Commonwealth
servicemen who died there and have no known grave. There are 20,956 names
commemorated on the Memorial, which includes 1,506 names of Indian soldiers.

Apart from Helles Memorial, there are four other Memorials to the Missing at
Gallipoli. The Lone Pine, Hill 60, and Chunuk Bair Memorials commemorate
Australion and New Zealanders at Anzac. The Twelve Tree Copse Memorial
commemorates the New Zealanders at Helles.

Helles Memorial

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The Helles Memorial is a Commonwealth War Graves Commission war memorial
near Sedd el Bahr, in Turkey. It includes an obelisk, which is over 30 metres
(98 feet) high. It is located on the headland at the tip of the Gallipoli peninsula
overlooking the Dardanelles. This memorial is the main Commonwealth battle
memorial for the whole Gallipoli Campaign and commemorates the 20,956
Commonwealth servicemen with no known grave who died in the campaign
from 1915-1916, during the First World War. The United Kingdom and Indian
forces named on the memorial died in operations throughout the peninsula.
These servicemen were positioned at the main landings at Cape Helles and
Suvla Bay, and the Australian and New Zealand Army Corps fought mainly at
Anzac Cove. There are also panels for those who died or were buried at sea in
Gallipoli waters.

During the First World War, over 160,000 Indian soldiers served in France.

The Lahore and Meerut infantry divisions of the British Indian Army were
selected for service in Europe. In October shortly after they arrived, they were
involved in some of the fiercest fighting around Ypres, Belgium. The Indians took
heavy losses at the battle. The average Indian battalion had 764 men when it
landed in France. By early November the 47 Sikhs had only 385 men fit for duty.

One soldier wrote home “this is not wars; it is the ending of the world".

Indian soldiers made a significant military contribution on the Western Front but
at the end of 1915 the majority of infantry brigades were withdrawn and sent to
the Middle East. A small number of the cavalry brigades (who fought as infantry)

remained in France for the duration of the war.

The Indians wounded in the trenches at the Western Front were sent back to
hospitals in Marseilles, France and England where Indian civilians (including

medical personnel, clerks, store keepers and cooks) were also working.
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At the beginning of the War, under Captain Evelyn Berkeley Howell's command,
a censor office was set up in response to an Indian ‘revolutionary’ distributing
'subversive' literature. All out-going as well as in-coming letters, both from the

front and from the hospitals in England were subject to inspection.

The two Indian infantry divisions were withdrawn from France in December 1915,
and sent to Mesopotamia (now Iraq). Two Indian cavalry divisions remained on
the Western Front until March 1918, when they were transferred to Palestine to

take part in the offensive against the Turks.

By the end of the war in 1918, a total of 47,746 Indians had been reported dead
or missing and 65,126 were wounded. Participants from the Indian subcontinent

won 13,000 medals, including 12 Victoria Crosses.

In 1914, Khudadad Khan of 129 Duke of Connaught’'s Own Baluchis became the
first Indian to win a Victoria Cross. Other Indian Victoria Cross recipient soldiers

The Lahore Division or Third British Indian Army Division of Indian troops was
one of the two divisions sent to France with their artillery and other arms. On the
26 September 1914, a little over seven weeks after the declaration of war, the

Lahore Division of Indian troops arrived at Marseilles.

One of the lesser known facts of the Australian and New Zealand engagement
at Gallipoli is that these troops fought alongside a small contingent of soldiers
from the Indian Army. Over the course of the Gallipoli campaign General William
Birdwood's Anzac force actually included a small contingent of men from the 7t

Brigade of the Indian Mountain Artillery and Indian Transport Corps.

When the war broke out Indian troops were among the first to be drafted into
action as a part of the British Imperial Forces and by April 1915 had already been
tested in the trenches in France and had fought off an attempt by Turkish Forces
to take the Suez Canal. In the original plans the 29 Indian Infantry Brigade,
garrisoning at the Suez Canal was to have left with the ANZAC troops as
reinforcements. But this never eventuated and the troops that landed at ANZAC
consisted of the 21 (Kohat) Mountain Battery (raised in 1851) and 26 Mountain

Battery (origins in Golandauze Battalion 1826) made up of 12 small guns, 13

officers, 820 rank and file and over 500 mules.

While the 3 Australian Infantry Brigade was the first to land on the 25™ April it
was closely followed by five transports holding the men of the 2" Brigade and
the Indian Mounted Batteries. The objective of this Indian battery was to land
and push on to the 400 Plateau in the centre of the covering position where it
was to be guarded by a platoon of the 12" Battalion. All three brigades were to

be ashore by 8.30 am.

Unfortunately, almost all the boats were landed at the wrong place and amid
the chaos that followed, Lieutenant Rupert Rafferty of the 12 Battalion, who
was to have escorted the Indian Mounted Battery to the 400 Plateau, was
ordered by Colonel Clarke to move to the left to silence a machine gun near the
Sphinx. At 10:30 am the 26 was the first of the two Indian Mountain Batteries to
land. By an incredible stroke of luck, they were met on the beach by Rafferty's
12th Battalion returning from an encounter at Fisherman's Hut where the original
force of 50 was reduced to Rafferty, a sergeant and 16 men. Nevertheless, they

marched back up the hills with the guns.

The small gun wheels, trail and two parts of the barrel were packed on a string
of mules and wound their way over the steep scrub-land of the Razorback. It
remained here for the rest of the campaign, close to a point on the 400 plateau
beneath the crest. Colonel Hobb reported that he thought field guns could be
placed on the other side of their position and asked for them to be brought

ashore.

By late morning, there were three guns on either side of White's Valley and at
noon they opened fire to support the 10" and 11" Battalions on Battleship Hill
and Scrubby Knoll. However, the main force of the Turkish Batteries quickly
turned upon them silencing the small battery and wounding Captain P. C.
Chapman and Jemadar Dulla Icha. Chapman was hit in the forehead and sent
to Egypt where he later died.

By 2:25 pm the shrapnel fire from the Turkish artillery was so intense, men were
dropping every minute and Kirby who had also been wounded in the head
decided to withdraw the battery to shelter. The fire was too deadly to bring up

the mules and corpses of the poor animals already filled the valley behind them.
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Consequently, he ordered the gun crews to drop part of the equipment and run

the guns back off the plateau by hand.

The guns, men and mules were packed up and marched back towards the beach
where they were reorganised. When they came into action again towards the
end of the afternoon only four of the six guns could be manned and those with
difficulty. Kirby who worked until he fainted from loss of blood was sent to a
hospital ship, but waking on board the next day he found a boat moored next

to the ship and promptly hitched a ride back to the battery onshore.

At 6:00 pm on the eve of the landing the 21t (Kohat) Mountain Battery was finally
landed. But as dusk settled into night the artillery on both sides ceased firing due
to darkness. Over the course of the evening the ANZAC commanders decided
to set up an inner line of defense to which they could fall back if the need arose.
This was formed along an inner line of Plugge's Plateau and McLaughlin’s Ridge
and to enhance these defenses, two guns from each of the Indian Brigades were

emplaced on the almost perpendicular edge of the plateau.

On the 15t May 1915, an Indian Transport Corps was landed on the beach between
the colorfully named ‘Brighton Beach' and 'Hell Spit'. They brought with them
light two wheeled mule carts which were used to move the ever growing
mountain of engineers stores, barbed wire, timber and tools. It was here with the
Indian mule drivers that John Simpson camped along with his famous donkey
'‘Duffy’, and it was the Indians who evacuated his donkey when the troops left in

December.

These good relations obviously extended beyond Simpson as on the 9% August

1915, the 'Warrnambool Standard’ newspaper reported on

“...the camaraderie and good feeling existing at the Dardanelles between the
Australians and the soldiers of the Indian mountain batteries, who fought side
by side in the famous landing at Gaba Tepe. The batteries did so well and
gallantly that the Australians have metaphorically taken them to their heart. All

are the greatest pals imaginable ..."

HASLUCK, (SIDNEY VANDYKE)

Sidney Vandyke Hasluck served as a Second Lieutenant with the Indian Army

On the 27" September 1907, he sailed for Colombo,
Ceylon (Sri Lanka) where he became a tea and rubber planter. On the outbreak
of the war, he volunteered for active service with the Ceylon Contingent and
went to Egypt. He was later transferred to the Indian Army Reserve of Officers
and attached to the 89t Punjabis, taking part in the defence of the Suez Canal.

Lachhman died on the 19t September 1915 and
his name is listed on the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 295 to 304.
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LACHHMAN THAPA

Lachman Thapa served in the 6™ Gurkha Rifle regimet as a rifleman with the
service number 916. Son of Mania Thapa, he hailed from the Palpa region of
Nepal and gave his life on the 18™ July 1915. His name is listed on the Helles
Memorial in Turkey on panel 269 to 272, 293 to 295.

LACHIA PUN

Lachia Pun, son of Bagi Ram Pun from the Lilam area in Piuthan, Nepal, served
as a naik in the 6" Gurkha Rifle regiment with a service number of 296. He
perished on the 22" May 1915 and his name is listed on the Helles Memorial in
Turkey on panel 269 to 272, 293 to 295.

LAHAR MAN RAI

Lahar Man Rai hailed from the Dhankuta region of Nepal and was the son of
Orjan Rai. With a service number of 1048, Rai served as a rifleman in the 10t
Gurkha Rifles regiment and, in this capacity, died on the 29% June 1915. His name
is listed on the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 295 to 304.

LAKHA SINGH

Lakha Singh served in the Burma Military Police as a rifleman and had the
service number of 1488. As the son of Basant Singh, he came from the Masorawal
area in Kapurthala, Punjab. He died on the 19t September 1915 and his name is
listed on the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 309 to 311.

LAKH BHAJ LIMBU

Lakh Bhaj Limbu was a Havildar and a member of the 10* Gurkha Rifles regiment
with a service number of 2357. Son of Phaudasing Limbu, he originated from
Chhathar in Dhankuta, Nepal. Lakbhaj died on the 21t August 1915 and his name
is listed on the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 295 to 304.
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LAKH BIR LIMBU

Lakh Bir Limbu, son of Amrit Man Limbu from the Hatikarkharka area of
Dhankuta, Nepal, served as a naik for the 10* Gurkha Rifle regiment with a
service number of 15. In this capacity, Lakhbir died on the 21t August 1915 and
his name is listed on the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 295 to 304.

LAL KHAN

Lal Khan served as a driver for the Indian Mountain Artillery regiment with a
service number of 1387. He was the son of Haidar Khan who hailed from the
Mehra Khurd region of Rawalpindi, Punjab. Lal died on the 19t September 1915.
His name is listed on the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 254.

LAL SINGH

Serving as a Subadar Major for the 14 King George's Own Ferozepore Sikhs
regiment, Lal Singh perished on the 4% June 1915. Hailing from the Baibal area
in Ferozepore, Punjab, he was the son of Sarmukh Singh. Lal is currently
remembered on the Helles Memorial in Turkey, panel 256 to 262.

LAL SINGH

Lal Singh, son of Mahtab Singh of Patiala in Punjab, bore the service number
3820 whilst serving as a sepoy for the 14" King George's Own Ferozepore Sikhs
regiment. He perished on the 4™ June 1915. Lal is now remembered on panel 256
to 262 of the Helles Memorial in Turkey.

LAL SINGH

Lal Singh, son of Dhanna Singh, hailed from Bhatinda in Patiala, Punjab. With a
service number of 4504, he served as a sepoy for the 14™ King George's Own
Ferozepore Sikhs regiment and died on the 26% May 1915. He is now
rememebered at the Helles Memorial in Turkey, on panel 256 to 262.
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LAL BAHADUR GURUNG

Serving as a bugler for the 10™ Gurkha Rifle regiment with a service number of
949, Lal Bahadur Gurung died on the 15" August 1915. Lal Bahadur was the son
of Jagai Gurung who hails from Madi in Dhankuta Nepal. Lal Bahadur is
remembered at the Helles Memorial in Turkey, panel 295 to 304.

LAL BAHADUR GURUNG

Son of Parjit Gurung and hailing from Bhirkote, Nepal, Lal Bahadur Gurung was
a rifleman for the 5™ Gurkha Rifles (Frontier Force) regiment and bore the service
number of 20. He died on the 5" June 1915 in this capacity and is now
remembered at the Helles Memorial on panels 264 to 269.

LAL BAHADUR GURUNG

Rifleman for the 10" Gurkha Rifles regiment Lal Bahadur Gurung, service number
3546, died on the 19* Septmeber 1915. Hailing from the Pakhribas in Dailekh,
Nepal, Lalbahadur was son to Ranbir Gurung. Lalbahadur is now
commemorated at the Helles Memorial in Turkey, panel 295 to 304.

LAL BAHADUR RAI

Lal Bahadur Rai, son of Subai Rai, hailed from the Deosa area in Okhaldhungaq,
Nepal and served as a rifleman for the 10t Gurkha Rifles regiment with a service
number of 1144. Lal Bahadur perished in this role on the 19t September 1915 but
is now remembered at the Helles Memorial in Turkey, on panel 295 to 304.

LAL BAHADUR RANA

With a service number of 1121, Lal Bahadur Rana served as a rifleman in the 6t
Gurkha Rifles regiment. Son of Indarbir Rana, he hailed from the Parvat region
of Nepal. On the 22" of October 1915, Lal Bahadur passed away and is currently
remembered at the Helles Memorial, on panel 269to 272 and 293 to 295.
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LAL BAHADUR SUNWAR

Rifleman for the 10" Gurkha Rifles, Lal Bahadur Sunwar, died on the 19%
September 1915. He was son to Kisna bahadur Sunwar of Sije in Okhaldhunga,
BNepal, and had the service number of 1102. Lal Bahadur is now remembered
on panel 295 to 304 of the Helles Memorial in Turkey.

LAL BAHADUR THAPA

Son of Aiman Thapa of Mohonedanra in Bhirkote, Nepal, Lal Bahadur Thapa
died on the 4% July 1915. He served as as a rifleman for the 6™ Gurkha Rifles
regiment with a service number of 851 and is now commemorated at the Helles
Memorial, panel 269 to 272 and 293 to 295.

LALI BIR BURA

Rifleman for the 5" Gurkha Rifles (Frontier Force) regiment and serviceman 4607,
Lali Bir Bura, died on the 7" August 1915. He hailed from the Assare area of
Parvat, Nepal and was the son of Gopiram Bura. Lali Bir is now rememebered at
the Helles Memorial in Turkey, at panel 264 to 269.

LALI BIR LIMBU

Lali Bir Limbu, son to Lachhman Limbu, hailed from Sampunga in Sikkim, Nepal.
He served as a rifleman for the 10* Gurkha Rifles regiment and was designated
the service number of 365. Lali bir died in this role on the 3 of July 1915, and is
currently remembered at the Helles Memorial in Turkey, on panel 295 to 304.

LALI BIR RAI

Havildar for the 10" Gurkha Rifles regiment, service member 2021, Lali Bir Rai
perished on the 28 June 1915. Hailing from Dholmukha in Dhankuta, Nepal, he
was sont o Narbir Rai. Lali Bir Rai is currently commemorated at the Helles
Memorial in Turkey, on panel 295 to 304.
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LALI BIR RAI

Son to Ram Dat Rai and originating from Likhkharka in East Nepal, Lali Bir Rai
(service number 3155) served as a rifleman for the 10™ Gurkha Rifles regiment.
He perished on the 19t of September 1915, and is now remembered at the Helles
Memorial in Turkey, panel 295 to 304.

LALI BIR THAPA

Lali Bir Thapa served as a rifleman for the 6™ Gurkha Rifles regiment with a
service number of 27. He died on the 7" of August 1915, and is commemorated
at the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 269 to 272, 293 to 295.

LALI BIR THAPA

Hailing from Thiangrang in Palpa, Nepal, Lali Bir Thapa, son of Amar Sing Thapa,
died on the 29 of June 1915. He served as a rifleman in the 5% Gurkha Rifles
(Frontier Force) with a service number of 4922. He is now remembered at the
Helles Memorial on panel 264 to 269.

LALI BIR THAPA

Lali Bir Thapa, son of Pahal Thapa and hailing from Sirukharka in Parvat, Nepal,
died on the 10t of December 1915. Rifleman to the 6 Gurkha Rifles regiment, he
was given the service number of 4923 and is now commemorated at the Helles
Memorial in Turkey, panel 269 to 272, 293 to 295.

LALDHOJ RAI

Serviceman 906 and rifleman for the 10* Gurkha Rifles regiment, Laldhoj Rai,
died on the 18t of August 1915. He hailed from Chisankhu in Okhaldhunga, Nepal,
and was son to Khuse Rai. Laldhoj is now remembered at the Helles Memorial in
Turkey on panel 295 to 304.
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LAL SING GURUNG

Rifleman for the 6% Gurkha Rifles regiment, Lal Sing Gurung, came from Purchok
in Lamjung, Nepal. He was son to Jasbir Gurung and had the service number of
173. Lal Sing died on the 29 of October 1915 and is commemorated at the Helles
Memorial in Turkey, panel 269 to 272, 293 to 295.

LAL SING GURUNG

Lal Sing Gurung, son of Siri Dal Gurung, originated from Langdi in Parvat, Nepal.
He served as a rifleman for the 5% Gurkha Rifles (Frontier Force) regiment and in
this position, died on the 7™ of January 1916 with a service number of 4185. His
sacrifice is commemorated at the Turkish Helles Memorial on panel 264 to 269.

LAL SING MAL

Lal Sing Mal was a naik for the 5% Gurkha Rifle (Frontier Force) regiment with a
service number of 42605. Originally, from Dhanour in Champawat Almore of the
United Provinces, he was the son of Nar Sing Mai. Lal Sing died on the 21t August
1915. His name is listed on the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 264 to 269.

LAL SING THAPA

Rifleman for the 4™ Gurkha Rifles regiment, Lal Sing Thapa was designated with
the service number of 3230 and died in this capacity on the 23 December 1915.
He was from Kangkrum in Palpa, Nepal and was the son of Tulsiram Thapa. Lal
Sing is now remembered at the Helles Memorial, panel 264 to 269.

LE MAR CHAND

Le Mar Chand, lieutenant in the 56" Punjabi Rifles (Frontier Force) regiment, died
on the 9* August 1915. He is now remembered at the Helles Memorial on panel
263.
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LEHNA SINGH

Son of Bhan Singh and hailing from Bassian Jagraon in Ludhiana, Punjab, Lehna
Singh died on the 4% June 1915. He served as a sepoy for the 14 King George's
Own Ferozepore Sikh's regiment and had the service number 3485. Lehna is now
remembered at the Helles Memorial in Turkey, on panel 256 to 262.

LILAMANJ RAI

Lilamanj Rai, rifleman for the 10" Gurkha Rifles regiment and serviceman 865,
was the son of Krisne Rai in Sale, Okhaldhunga, Nepal. Lilamanj perished on the
19t of September 1915 and is commemorated at the Helles Memorial, panel 295
to 304.

LILA RAM GURUNG

A subadar for the 6™ Gurkha Rifles regiment, Lila Ram Gurung died on the 4% of
June 1915. He was the son of Balbir Gurung and haled from Amile in Parvat,

Nepal. He is now remembered at the Helles Memorial in Turkey, panel 269 to
272, 293 to 295.

LILE RANA

Serving for the 5% Gurkha Rifles (Frontier Force) regiment as a Lance Naik, Lile
Rana was designated the service number 4334. On the 7" of August 1915, he
perished in that role. Lile was the son of Bhag Sing Rana and hailed from Lokari
in Palpa. Nepal. He is now remembered at the Helles Memorial in Turkey, on
panel 264 to 269.

LLOYD, (DUNCAN IAN BOWEN)

Duncan lan Bowen Lloyd, son of Charles and Margaret M. Lloyd (nee Campbell).
Hailing from Waunifor in Carmarthenshire, he served as Lieutenant of the 1¢
Battalion of the 5" Gurkha Rifles (Frontier Force) regiment. Lloyd died in that
capacity on the 14™ of August 1915 at Gallipoli, a few days after his brother
Captain Gwion Llewellyn Bowen Lloyd, aged 27, of the 5" Battalion Dorsetshire
Regiment was also killed in action on the 11™ of August 1915 in Gallipoli. Boths
brothers are commemorated at Helles Memorial in Turkey but Duncan is listed
as 'Lloyd’ on panel 264 to 269 and Gwion on panel 137 to 140.
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LOWRY, (WILLIAM AUGUSTINE HARPER)

William Augustine Harper Lowry served as a Second Liutenant in the Indian
Army Reserve of Officers and died in this position on the 4 of June 1915, aged
25. He originated from Bournemouth in Hants and was son to William and Annie
Lowry. He is now commemorated on panel 253 of the Helles Memorial in Turkey
as ‘Lowry'.

MACLEAN, (ALASTAIR FITZHUGH)

Alastair Fitzhugh Maclean served as Captain of the 33 Punjabis regiment and
was attached to the 14t Sikhs, when he was killed at the Dardanelles on the 8t
of August 1915, aged 32 The youngest son of Major-General Charles MacLean,
C.B., C.LE., and Margaret MacQueen MaclLean (nee Bairnsfather) of Milton
House, Fareham, Hants., and brother of the late Lieutenant Hector Lachlan
Stewart MacLean, V.C., Queen's Own Corp. of Guides, and the late Captain
Donald C.H. MacLean, D.S.O. of the Royal Scots. He was married to Anne Forbes
Ogilvy and they had a son. He had previously taken part in the Tibet campaign
1903-04 and Somaliland campaign (Tibet Medal) before on the outbreak of War
he went to Egypt and took part in the repulse of the Turkish raid on the Suez
Canal. His name is listed as ‘'MACLEAN' on panel 269 at the Helles Memorial in
Turkey.

MADAN SINGH

Madan Singh, serviceman 4442, served in the 14t King George's Own Ferozepore
Sikh's regiment and, in this position, died on the 19* of September 1915. Son to
Jawahar Singh, he hailed from Mahori in Nabha, Punjab. He is now
commemorated at the Helles Memorial on panel 256 to 269.

MADHAN SING GURUNG

Madhan Sing Gurung served as a member of the 10" Gurkha Rifles regiment until
his death on the 6™ August 1915. As the son of Ram Sing Gurung, he originated
from Jakhan in Dehra Dun of the United Provinces and bore the service number
of 427. He is now commemorated at the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 295
to 304.
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MADHIA

Madhia was a driver for the Mule Corps and served under the designation of
806. Hailing from Karkhana in Secunderabad, Madras, he was the son of Mada
and perished on the 16" of December 1915. His name now rests amongst his
fellow servicemen at the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panels 306 to 307.

MAG BAHADUR RAI

As a Havildar, Mag Bahadur Rai served under the designation 2243 in the 10t
Gurkha Rifles regiment and died in this role on the 28 June 1915. He was the son
of Birman Rai from Chunghang in Dhankuta, Nepal, and is currently remembered
at the Helles Memorial, panel 295 to 304.

MAGHAR SINGH

Maghar Singh died on the 9% of August 1915, as a sepoy for the 54" Sikh's
(Frontier Force) regiment under the service number 3495. He was the son of Ram
Singh and hails from Larian in Sialkote, Punjab. Maghar is currently remembered
at the Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 263.

MAHABIR LAMA

Mahabir Lama served under the number 1152 for the 10* Gurkha Rifles regiment
and perished on the 19" September 1915. Mahabir hailed from Kalikhola in
Darjeeling, Bengal and was the son of Doger Lama. He is remembered at the
Helles Memorial on panel 295 to 304.

MAHABIR LIMBU

Mahabir Limbu served as a naik for the 10* Gurkha Rifles regiment under the
service number 2673 until his death on the 19* of September 1915. Son of
Bhagwansing Limbu, he originated from the town of Dingla in Dhankuta, Nepal.
Mahair is commemorated at the Helles Memorial on panel 295 to 304.
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MAHABIR THAPA

Mahabir Thapa served in the 6™ Gurkha Rifles regiment as a rifleman under the
service number 372 until his death on the 30™ June 1915. He was the son of
Dhanbir Thapa and lived in Wangsurang, Palpa, Nepal. Mahabir's sacrifice is
commemorated along with his fellow servicemen at the Helles Memorial on
panel 269 to 272, 293 to 295.

MAHAKMAN RAI

A rifleman for the 10* Gurkha Rifle regiment, Mahakman Rai gave his life on the
19t September 1915. Serving under the number 2824, he was the son of Sirman
Rai and hailed from Dilpa in Bhojpore, Nepal. Mahakman is now remembered at
the Helles Memorial on panel 295 to 304.

MAHALAL LIMBU

Mahala Limbu, son of Aijabat Limbu and hailing from Singbong in Dhankutq,
Nepal, died on the 28% June 1915. He served under the number 2534 as a rifleman
in the 10* Gurkha Rifle regiment and is remembered at the Helles Memorial
under panel 295 to 304.

MAHASER LIMBU

Mahaser Limbu was a rifleman for the 10" Gurkha Rifle regiment and served
under the number 2888. In this role, he sacrificed his life on the 9% of September
1915 at Gallipoli. He was the son of Chhatrasing Limbu and hailed from Tinglabo
in Dhankuta, Nepal. His name rests amongst his fellow servicemen at the Helles
Memorial in Turkey, panel 295 to 304.

MAHA SING RANA

Serving as a rifleman for the 6™ Gurkha Rifles regiment with the service numbr
of 107, Maha Sing Rana died on the 21 of August 1915. Son of Dila Ram Rana
and hailing from the Tirabs region of Palpa, Nepal, he is now remembered at the
Helles Memorial at Turkey, on panel 269 to 272 and 293 to 295.
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MAHDO ALE

Mahdo Ale bore the service number 735 when he served as a rifleman for the 6t
Gurkha Rifles regiment, a role in which he perished on the 11t of August 1915. Son
to Akbar Ale, he came from the Boyan area in West Tanhu of Nepal. He is now
remembered on panels 269 to 272, 293 to 295 of the Helles Memorial.

MAHENDRA DHOJ LIMBU

Mahendra Dhoj Limbu, rifleman for the 10* Gurkha Rifles regiment with service
number 1610, perished on the 19 of September 1915. Limbu was the son of
Wardare Limbu who hailed from Tauka in Dhankuta. Mahendra Dhoj's sacrifice
is commemorated at the Helles Memorial today on panels 295 to 304.

MAHENDRA SING LIMBU

With a service number of 2932, Mahendra Sing Limbu carried out the duty of
rifleman for the 10" Gurkha Rifles regiment, until his death on the 7t" of August
1915. Hailing from the Kurungba area of Dhankuta in Nepal, he was the son of
Siri Parsad Limbu. Mahendra Sing is listed amongst his comrades on at the
Helles Memorial, on panels 295 to 304.

MAIDANE LIMBU

Son of Mareke Limbu, Maidane Limbu called Songaupo in Dhankuta, Nepal,
home. During the First World War, he served as a rifleman for the 10t Gurkha
Rifles regiment under service number 3572, until his death on the 19 of
September 1915. His loss is now commemorated amongst his fallen comrades at
the Helles Memorial, on panels 295 to 304.

MAIHMA SINGH

Maihma Singh served under the number 3315 during his time as a sepoy for the
14% King George's Own Ferozepore Sikhs, until his death on the 19t of September
1915. He called the area of Hironbadi in Punjab home and was the son of Kahan
Singh. Maihma is remembered at the Helles Memorial in Turkey, at panels 256
to 262.
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MAITAHANG LIMBU

As a Havildar for the 10* Gurkha Rifles regiment and serving under the number
2299, Maitahang Limbu died on the 19* of September 1915. Calling the area of
Mandria, Nepal, his home, Maitahang was also son to Kalu Limbu. Maitahang's
involvement and loss during the Great War is remembered today at the Helles
Memorial on panel 295 to 304.

MAKAN BIR RAI

Makan Bir Rai, serving under the number 3105, was a rifleman for the 10* Gurkha
Rifles regiment during the First World War, until his death on the 24" of August
1915. Rai hailed from Arkholi, an area in East Nepal, and was son to Dewansing
Rai. Today, Makan Bir is remembered by the Helles Memorial in Turkey, at panels
295 to 304.

MAKHAN SING LIMBU

Jemadar for the 10" Gurkha Rifles regiment, Makhan Sing Limbu served during
the First World War until his death on the 29t of June 1915. Limbu was son to
Mahalal Limbu of Lingkep in Dhankuta. Makhansing is today remembered at
panels 295 to 304 of the Helles Memorial in Turkey.

MAKHAR DHOJ LIMBU

Under service number 2126, Makhar Dhoj Limbu served during the First World
War as a rifleman in the 10* Gurkha Rifles regiment. In this role, he gave his life
on the 19t of September 1915. Makhar Dhoj was son to Asnande Limbu, hailing
from the Sunghongpe area of Dhankuta, Nepal. Amongst the sacrifices of his
fellow comrades, Makhardhoj's name can be found at the Helles Memorial on
panels 295 to 304.

MAKRAN SINGH

Bearer for the Army Bearer Corps during First World War, Makran Singh
sacrificed his life on the 14" of May 1915. Singh served under the number 6461
and was the son of Dima Dingh, hailing from the Khudilpore area of
Shahjahanpore in the United Provences. Markan is remembered today at the
Helles Memorial, on panels 308 and 309.
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MAL SINGH

As sepoy for the 14t King George's Own Ferozepore Sikhs and serving under the
number 4496, Mal Singh died on the 23 of May 1915. His father, Sham Singh,
hailed from the Bharowal area in Punjab. Today, at the Helles Memorial, Mal is
remembered on panel 256 to 262.

MALIA GHARTI

Serving under the number 3722 and as a rifleman for the 5% Gurkha Rifles
(Frontier Force) regiment, Malia Gharti perished on the 22" of August 1915.
Hailing from the Parvat region of Nepal, he was the son of Asbir Gharti. Malia is
remembered on the Helles Memorial in Turkey, on panels 264 to 269.

MAN BAHADUR ALE

Man Bahadur Ale served under the number 781 during the Great War, as a
rifleman for the 6 Gurkha Rifles regiment, until his death 8 of August 1915. Ale
was the son of Merhar Sing Ale and came from the Spiadal area in Bhatgaon,
Nepal. Today, along with his fallen comrades, Man Bahadur is commemorated
at the Helles Memorial in Turkey, under panel 269 to 272, 293 to 295.

MAN BAHADUR GURUNG

Son to Darba Sing Gurung and hailing from Raui in West Lamjung, Nepal, Man
Bahadur Gurung served as a rifleman for the 16ht Gurkha Rifles regiment under
the service number 542. In this role, he perished on the 29* of May 1915 though
he lives on today through the Helles Memorial, under panel 269 to 272, 293 to
295.

MAN BAHADUR GURUNG

During the Great War, Man Bahadur Gurung served as a rifleman for the 6t
Gurkha Rifles regiment, under the service number 535. In this role, he was killed
on the 1%t of October 1915. Today, he lives on under panels 269 to 272, 293 to 295
of the Helles Memorial in Turkey.
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MAN BAHADUR GURUNG

Serving under the number 2720, Man Bahadur gave his life on the 7t of August
1915 as a rifleman for the 5™ Gurkha Rifles (Frontier Force) Regiment. Gurung
hailed from the area of Lamsore in Jumjung, West Nepal, and was son to Nabir
Gurung. Man Bahadur's sacrifice lives on through the Helles Memorial under
panels 264 to 269.

MAN BAHADUR GURUNG

Rifleman for the 5% Gurkha Rifles (Frontier Force) regiment, Man Bahadur
Gurung served under the number 4632. Gurung, son of Dharam Sing and hailing
from Daram in Satung, Nepal, died in this role on the 4t of June 1915. His loss is
remembered at the Helles Memorial today, amongst his comrades, at panels 264
to 269.

MAN BAHADUR GURUNG

During Man Bahadur Gurung's involvement in the First World War, he served
under the number 4801 as a rifleman in the 5% Ghurka Rifles (Frontier Force)
regiment. He perished in this role on the 2" of July 1915. Gurung was son to Sahbe
Gurung and though he came from Deorali, West Payung, he lives on today at
the Helles Memorial in Turkey, under panels 264 to 269.

MAN BAHADUR GURUNG

Rifleman for the 6™ Gurkha Rifles regiment during First World War, Man Bahadur
Gurung served and died under the number 4899 on the 8t of August 1915. Hailing
from the area of Kunirdhan in Bhirkote, Nepal, he lives on today under panels
269 to 272 and 293 to 295 of the Helles Memorial in Turkey.

Wazir Sing Gurung was a Naik with the 5% Gurkha Rifles (Frontier Force). He was
the son of Mala Gurung and a native of Bhoksing, Kham, Payung, Nepal. His
service number was 4348. He died on 7% of August 1915. His name is listed in
Helles Memorial in Turkey on panel 264 to 269.

WHITFIELD, (GILBERT HENRY)

Gilbert Henry Whitfield was born on the 30t of April 1888, the fourth son of
William Henry and Amy Elizabeth Whitfield of Wimbledon, England. He was a
gradute of Charterhouse School and King's College London, where he studied
engineering from 1906 to 1909. At the outbreak of war, he was in camp with the
Ceylon Planters' Rifle Corps serving as a Private (service number 2039). Upon
arriving in Egypt with his Unit, they were detained owing to the unrest there. He
was later recommended for a commission in the Indian Army Reserve of Officers,
and was attached to the 51t Sikhs, with whom he saw fighting at Ismailia in
February 1915. At the beginning of July he was transferred to the 14" King
George's Own Ferozepore Sikhs in Gallipoli, where sadly, he was killed in action
on 8" of August 1915. His name is listed as "'WHITEFIELD' on Helles Memorial in
Turkey on panel 253.

WILMER, (HAROLD GORDON)

Harold Gordon Wilmer was born on the 7t of July 1879 at Musoorie, Indig, the
eldest son of Colonel John Randal Wilmer and his second wife Helen Florence
nee Gordon. He married Alice Violet Wilmer (hee McEntire) in Dublin, Ireland on
21t of April 1909 and they were blessed with two children: Pamela Kathleen
Helen and Harold Derek Gordon Wilmer, who would later grow up to become a
Pilot Officer in the British Royal Air Force. During the Gallipoli Campaign, he was
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a Major with the 14t King George's Own Ferozepore Sikhs. Sadly, he was killed
in action on 5% of July 1915, aged 35. His name is listed as ‘WILMER' on Helles
Memorial in Turkey on panels 256 to 262.

YAKUB

Yakub was a Naik with the Mule Corps. He was the son of Gul and a native of
Jhubba, Mansera, Hazara, Punjab. His service number was 1357. He died on 3™
of December 1915.

The Treaty of Versailles was the most important of the peace treaties that
brought World War One to an end. The Treaty ended the state of war between
Germany and the Allied Nations (including Britain, France, Italy, Russia and USA).

It was signed on the 28% June 1919 in Versailles, a city 10 miles outside Paris in

In October 2018, to commemorate the 100* anniversary of the World War One,
Punjab Chief Minister Captain Amarinder Singh visited the historic World War
One Helles Memorial in Turkey to pay homage to the Commonwealth soldiers,
including 1506 Indians, including the large number of Sikhs killed in the battle,
who laid down their lives in the Gallipoli campaign. He was accompanied by
Sports Minister, Rana Gurmeet Singh Sodhi, Advocate General, Atul Nanda, his
Media Advisor, Raveen Thukral and Advisor, BIS Chahal.

He placed a wreath on behalf of the ‘People of Punjab’ at the memorial. He also
placed flowers at the graves of the Indian soldiers. Helles memorial is a tribute
to the 20,956 Commonwealth servicemen with no known grave who died in the
campaign that took place during the World War One throughout the peninsula.

The Chief Minister, Amrinder Singh acknowledged the ultimate sacrifice these
brave soldiers made, lost their lives during the war and are buried in distant land,
far from their home and families.

Apart from soldiers and money, India provided British Army with 1.7 lakh animals,
mostly horses, jute for sandbags, ammunition, weaponry including tanks,
armored cars, guns, 37 lakh tonnes of supplies of food and clothing.

The New York Times in 1918 wrote:

"The world must pay India in whatever India wants, for without Indian
products, there would be greater difficulty in winning the war.”
